Mr Owen-Jones and I were in school especially early on Tuesday morning to login to the
Primary Assessment Gateway. The national picture has been dominated by percentages of
pass rates and progress measures. Here at Langar it is wonderful to be able to take each
result on an individual, child by child level. We are incredibly proud of the achievements of
the children at Langar. The headlines are worth shouting about - 100% expected standard
and above in Maths, Grammar & Spelling and Writing. In reading, 88% of children
reached the expected standard or above. So many of our children have also achieved at
the very highest level, I have a feeling you’d have to drive a long way away from Langar

to find a school with such good average points scores!
